Below	shows	the	top	part	of	a	sub-menu	for	a	Houston	vs.	Memphis	college	football	game	midway	through	the	second	quarter.	The	major	differences	between	live	betting	and	traditional
betting	take	center	stage	in	these	sub-menus.	Below	you	can	see	an	example	sub-menu	for	Washington	vs.	Dallas	NFL	matchup.	You	can	clearly	see	the	spread,	moneyline,	and	total	for	the	first	half	and	each	individual	quarter.	These	are	very	common	props	to	see	when	NFL	football	betting	before	kickoff.	With	in-game	betting,	first-half	and	quarter
lines	are	often	still	available	(depending	on	the	stage	of	the	game),	but	so	are	additional	props	like	the	outcome	of	the	next	play,	next	drive,	and	so	on. Watch	Out	For	Disappearing	Lines	and	Changing	Odds	While	the
fast-paced	nature	of	live	betting	adds	an	appealing	element	of	excitement	to	the	game,	it’s	difficult	to	anticipate	what	lines	will	be	available	at	a	certain	time.	The	image	below	shows	something	live	bettors	see	all	the	time:	a	couple	of	props	that	are	currently	closed.	As	you	can	see,	all	the	“live	props”	in	this	example	are	currently	closed.	You’ll	see
propositions	alternate	back	and	forth	between	available	and	unavailable	throughout	the	game,	sometimes	multiple	times	a	minute.	Oddsmakers	are	always	adjusting	and	refining	their	odds.	Expect	them	to	take	down	props	until	the	book	is	confident	that	they	have	the	upper	hand.	Ultimately,	you	need	to	be	vigilant	to	make	the	most	of	live	betting.

When	making	a	fundamental	moneyline	bet,	you’re	simply	selecting	the	outright	winner	of	a	single	game.	This	is	the	most	straightforward	bet	you	can	make.	There	are	no	other	contingencies.	Here’s	an	example	of	the	moneyline	bet	in	action:	To	place	your	bet,	all	you	need	to	do	is	click	on	the	moneyline	number	attached	to	the	team	you	believe	is
going	to	win	the	game.	If	you	think	Anaheim	will	win,	click	on	the	+135.	If	you	like	Nashville,	click	on	the	-135.	From	here,	your	pick	will	be	added	to	a	bet	slip	where	you	be	asked	to	enter	the	amount	you	wish	to	risk	on	your	moneyline	wager.	So,	how	can	you	tell	how	to	calculate	your	payout	on	the	moneyline?	During	this	process,	it’s	also	important

“+”	(positive	odds)	sign	on	next	to	their	odds	is	the	underdog,	while	the	team	with	“-”	(negative	odds)	next	to	their	odds	number	is	seen	by	your	sportsbook	as	the	favorite.	In	some	cases,	both	teams	will	have	“-”	signs	next	to	them.	In	this	case,	the	team	with	the	number	farther	from	zero	should	be	regarded	as	the	favorite	(eg.	-120	would	be	the
favorite	over	-105).	Because	the	bet	will	be	harder	to	win,	you	will	always	receive	a	higher	payout	when	you	bet	the	underdog	on	the	moneyline.	Of	course,	the	risk	of	losing	such	a	bet	is	also	substantially	higher.	Winning	Moneyline	Bets	At	this	stage,	you	might	be	wondering	how	you	can	win	moneyline	bets.	Let’s	revisit	the	Anaheim	(+135)	vs.
Nashville	(-135)	moneyline	example.	If	you	bet	$100	on	Anaheim	at	+135	moneyline	odds	and	they	win	the	game,	you	win	$135	for	a	total	payout	of	$235.	On	the	flip	side,	you	need	to	successfully	wager	$135	on	Nashville	to	gain	a	potential	profit	of	$100	for	a	payout	of	$235.	When	it	comes	to	moneyline	betting,	the	lines	with	a	plus	symbol	tell	you
the	amount	of	money	you’d	win	on	a	$100	wager,	while	odds	with	the	minus	sign	indicate	the	amount	you	need	to	bet	to	win	$100.	Moneyline	wagering	is	a	relatively	easy	concept	to	understand	once	you	get	the	hang	of	it.	Popular	Sports	with	Moneyline	Odds	You	can	find	moneyline	line	odds	for	virtually	any	sport,	including	some	of	the	following
leagues:	Moneyline	odds	will	look	similar	across	the	board.	The	negative	number	indicates	the	betting	favorite,	and	the	positive	number	is	assigned	to	the	underdog.	Handicapping	your	Bet	Handicapping	is	an	important	part	of	moneyline	betting	strategy.	If	you	see	moneyline	odds	for	a	team,	and	you	believe	they	have	a	good	chance	of	winning,	then
you’re	already	familiar	with	the	concept	of	handicapping.	Using	analytical	research,	key	betting	trends,	or	any	other	knowledge	that	might	eliminate	any	guessing	in	a	bet	is	called	handicapping. Opening/Closing	Odds	and	Line	Movement	Online	sportsbooks	will	adjust	their	moneyline	odds	as	one	side	gets	more	of	the	action	from	the	betting	public.	This	changes	the	value	of	your	potential	return,	so	it’s	important	to	pay
attention	to	line	movement	and	the	opening/closing	odds.	Let’s	use	the	Super	Bowl	as	an	example.	A	team	like	the	Kansas	City	Chiefs	could	start	as	-125	favorites,	but	as	more	people	bet	on	them	leading	up	to	the	Super	Bowl,	the	odds	might	move	to	-150	or	more.	This	could	have	a	big	impact	on	your	winnings,	which	is	why	it’s	important	to	find	early
betting	lines	that	have	better	value	for	NFL	games.	Experienced	sports	bettors	track	the	odds	very	closely,	and	watching	the	moneyline	is	an	effective	way	to	gauge	what	the	oddsmakers	are	thinking.	If	you	find	a	team	you’re	confident	in,	and	the	oddsmakers	are	moving	the	lines	the	other	way,	then	you’ll	have	the	edge	over	the	sportsbook	if	your
team	wins.	Why	Are	There	Fractions	or	Decimals	on	the	Moneyline?	This	depends	on	the	audience	your	sportsbook	targets.	The	+	and	–	signs	you	see	are	referred	to	as	“American”	odds.	As	such,	American-facing	books	will	almost	always	represent	the	moneyline	in	this	format.	Sportsbooks	outside	of	North	America	sometimes	display	the	moneyline	in
either	decimal	odds	or	fractional	odds.	Even	so,	the	moneyline	always	refers	to	betting	on	the	winner	of	the	game,	regardless	of	odds	format. Moneyline	for	My	Game?		Sportsbooks	don’t	always	offer	a	moneyline	option	for	a	game.	Sometimes,	they	will	simply	offer	totals	and	spread	bets.	For	example,	many	sportsbooks	only	offer	an	option	to	bet	on	the	NFL	moneyline	if	the	spread	is	between	3	and	10	points.	If	one	team	is	a	heavy	favorite	(and	the	spread	is	listed	at	14	points	or	more),
many	sportsbooks	will	choose	to	offer	only	spread	and	totals	bets. Among	the	lot	are	industry	giants	like	Evolution	Gaming,	Ezugi,	and	Pragmatic	Play	Live,	as	well	as	smaller	studios	like	Winfinity
and	Bombay	Live.		All	available	live	games	are	conveniently	organized	into	various	categories	accessible	from	the	top	header	menu.	This	includes	classic	and	modern	variants	of	blackjack,	roulette,	baccarat,	and	poker.	I	found	the	latter	to	be	the	least	covered;	there	were	only	21	live	poker	games	available	at	the	time	of	writing.	Betting	limits	stretch
across	all	levels;	you	can	start	with	minimum	stakes	as	low	as	C$0.10,	or	join	VIP	tables	where	thousands	of	dollars	change	hands.	As	I	explored	the	site,	there	were	plenty	of	blackjack	and	poker	tournaments	underway.	I	played	a	few	hands—not	successfully	enough	to	challenge	the	top	players,	but	it	was	still	great	fun	competing	alongside	fellow
enthusiasts.	Apart	from	traditional	table	games,	the	live	section	also	includes	more	novel	options	such	as	game	shows.	These	are	designed	to	mimic	TV-style	entertainment	with	engaging	hosts	and	unique	gameplay	mechanics.	Titles	like	‘Crazy	Time’,	‘Sweet	Bonanza	Candyland’,	and	‘Monopoly	Big	Baller’	were	drawing	the	most	attention,	yet	nothing
matched	the	buzz	around	Evolution	Gaming’s	‘Deal	or	No	Deal,’	in	my	opinion.	When	it	comes	to	sports	betting,	I	believe	20Bet	can	easily	rival	the	big	dogs	in	the	market.	The	platform	thrives	with	a	diverse	array	of	sports,	from	staples	like	soccer,	tennis,	and	basketball	to	lesser-known	ones	such	as	biathlon	and	pesapallo.	eSports	is	also	gaining
momentum,	with	betting	available	on	a	variety	of	games	including	Call	of	Duty,	Kings	of	Glory,	DOTA,	and	League	of	Legends.		I	was	betting	at	20Bet	during	the	few	final	weekends	of	major	European	competitions,	such	as	the	Italian	Serie	A,	the	French	Ligue	1,	and	English	Premier	League.	Attention	was	mostly	on	the	latter,	as	Arsenal	were	neck	and
neck	with	Manchester	City	for	the	league	title.	Each	of	these	major	games	offered	nearly	5000	different	betting	markets,	ranging	from	general	options—win/draw/win,	who	to	score,	correct	scores,	etc.—to	specialized	bets	like	analytics	betting.	Other	sports	didn’t	quite	match	the	variety;	MLB	and	NHL	each	averaged	around	400	markets,	while	tennis
and	football	offered	even	fewer	options.	The	minimum	stakes	for	sports	bets	start	at	C$0.15,	while	maximum	limits	are	set	by	the	trading	team	based	on	the	market.	I	came	across	plenty	of	exciting	features	on	the	site	while	preparing	this	20Bet	online	sportsbook	review.	For	example,	most	games	available	to	bet	on	come	with	a	wealth	of	statistics	and
information	provided	by	Sportradar.	The	biggest	ones	will	most	probably	have	bet	builder	options,	which	gives	you	the	opportunity	to	construct	your	own	bet	made	up	of	multiple	selections.		Moreover,	parlays	of	three	or	more	bets	receive	a	price	boost,	potentially	doubling	the	returns	on	those	with	20+	selections.	And,	if	you	ever	run	out	of
inspiration,	20Bet	exclusively	lets	you	copy	fellow	players’	selections	and	view	their	recent	track	records	to	assess	betting	accuracy!	Horse	racing	is	massive	on	the	site	and	has	its	own	section. If	you’re	looking	to	solve	basic	issues	on	your	own,	there’s	an	FAQ	page	easily	accessible	from	the	site’s	footer.	Additionally,	a	‘main	sources	of	information’	button	sits	right	below	it,	which	links
to	a	comprehensive	list	of	external	reference	sites	for	various	sports,	leagues,	and	tournaments. You’re	given	two	options	to	access	the	platform:	through	a	mobile-optimized	website	or	via	the	dedicated	app.		The	mobile	site	is	the	quickest	and	easiest	to	set	up;	simply	browse	to	20bet.com	and	log	in
using	your	account	credentials.	Right	from	the	start,	you’ll	notice	the	interface	is	highly	intuitive. Simply	head	to	the	website	from	your	device,	click	on	“mobile	application,”	and	follow	through	the	process
to	install	the	software.	I	think	this	approach	works	better	if	you	plan	to	use	the	platform	regularly.	The	app	enhances	integration	with	your	device’s	capabilities,	like	notifications	and	location	services.
