If	the	area	is	saturated	with	refrigerant	then	these	alarms	wont	be	of	much	help.Now,	there	is	a	third	type	of	detector	that	has	been	around	for	a	while	now	called	the
ultrasonic	detectors.	These	detectors	work	not	by	detecting	refrigerant	but	by	detecting	the	noise	the	refrigerant	would	make	when	it	is	being	leaked.	When	refrigerant	is	leaking	out	of	a	unit,	hose,	compressor,	or	whatever	it	creates	an	ultrasonic	sound	that	is	so	high	a	human	ear	cannot	hear.	The	best	thing	about	this	type	of	detector	is	that	it	reacts
