It is part of the Romantic music movement that developed in the late 18th and early 19th century in Europe along with Romanticism in the arts in general.Ludwig van Beethoven was a German composer and pianist. He played
a crucial role in the transition between the classical and romantic eras in classical music, Beethoven remains one of the most recognized and influential musicians, and is considered to be one of the greatest composers of all time. Was Beethoven deaf when he wrote Fur Elise ?Beethoven composed Fr Elise on April 27, 1810, when he was 39 years old. At this
stage, Beethoven was already plagued by the horrible tinnitus but still hear some speech and music until 1812, then he stopped performing in public altogether, but he never stopped composing. By the age of 44, he was almost totally deaf and unable to hear voices. Beethovens weak hearing can explain why the piece becomes higher and higher, which reaches
an E7 two Es above a top soprano C. The mystery of Beethoven: Fur EliseBeethoven jotted the words Fr Elise in his famously messy handwriting on his final draft of the sheet music? Well, we only know this from musicologist Ludwig Nohl, the man who found and published the piece in 1867.Beethoven never got married though he really wanted to, some kind of
one sided love. And this song was dedicated to one of his one sided loves Elise.Who was the mysterious Elise that Beethoven apparently dedicated this sad, longing love song to?The identity of Elise has been the subject of years of confusion, since this work published after beethovens death. So he wasnt around to tell who was the woman had inspired the
composition. Scholars and historians believe Elise must have been close to Beethoven. Over the years, three frontrunners have emerged about the woman historians believe to be Elise: Elisabeth Roeckel, Therese Malfatti and Elise Barensfeld. The theories of who was Elise:Theory 1Fur elise meaning embodied in the identification of Elise. First theory is about
Elisabeth Roeckel, who was known to her friends as Elise, a singer who performed in Beethovens opera Fidelio. Beethoven and Rockel were close friends until she married Beethovens frenemy, Johann Nepomuk Hummel. Perhaps Beethoven wrote Fr Elise as a way of saying good-bye!Theory 2The most likely scenario is that Beethoven wrote the piece for another
woman called Therese Malfatti, who was an Austrian singer and performer. She was Beethovens student, and he fell in love with her. He proposed marriage to Therese and she either rejected him outright or accepted and changed her mind shortly thereafter. Another fact working in Malfattis favor: She was the owner of The original manuscript in Beethovens
handwriting which was found in her possessions after her death, apparently labeled Fr Therese. This original manuscript was lost, but a copy was published by Ludwig Nohl.Therese MalfattiTheory 3There is also a third candidate: another German soprano and friend of Beethoven called Elise Barensfeld. Therese Malfatti may have been Elises piano teacher when
Elise was 13. And Beethoven wrote the relatively easy bagatelle for Therese to teach to Elise!lf there is a strong candidate with the name Therese, why would it be named Fr Elise instead of Fr Therese?. Remember how I told you The text on the original manuscript was Fr Therese, but When the music was being transcribed by musicologist called Ludwig Nohl in
1867, Beethovens messy handwriting was misread and changed the name to someone quite different (Elise).So, The name was mistranslated and poor Therese must have been slightly miffed. However, The clear simple fact is that no one knows for sure to whom Beethoven dedicated his piano piece. Beethoven Fur Elise difficultyAlthough Fur Elise is one of the
first pieces learner pianists play on the piano. Theres even a story that Beethoven meant to write fr Therese
on the manuscript but was too drunk and his handwriting got interpreted as fr Elise instead. The time of the composition is also around the time Beethoven may have proposed to Therese (only to be denied her hand in marriage).Therese Malfatti Other possible Elises are Elizabeth Rckela soprano in Beethovens opera who also refused to marry himand Elise
Barensfield, a piano student of Therese Malfattis. Some historians believe Beethoven may have composed this piece for her as a favor to Therese. The mood also changes. We move into a major sound and
things feel lighter and sweeter. I suggest practicing the left hand first because the left hand serves as a sort of foundation to build your right hand on. Important! Just because things get a little faster here doesnt mean it has to be louder! It can be tempting to play loud and fast, but remember: this section is intended to be sweet and delicate. Save room (and
energy!) for the song to grow louder and more dramatic later. There are some different note values here, including some fast 32nd notes. Use your left hand (which you should learn first!) to align the notes of your right hand. Dont rush those 32nd notesits tempting, but its important to stay steady and accurate. Fr Elise is also known as Bagatelle No. 25 in A
Minor, WoO 59. A bagatelle is a short musical piece meant for light entertainment. WoO means without opus. This is a system of organizing Beethovens works that dont have opus numbers.Source: Wondrium Beethoven gets a little cranky here, I think. We change moods very dramatically. There are some big cranky chords herewhich can be intimidating to read.
But tease them apart, and youll find that theyre simply variations on familiar chord shapes. For example, snowman-shaped chords are just regular triads in root position. On your left hand, youll play some repeated notes and chordsthe source of all the drama! And instead of playing all those repeated single notes with the same finger, youll notice that I switch
between fingers 2 and 3. I think this helps me vary the feeling between the notes so they sound less monotonous. The next bit is very beautiful and impressive. So make sure you practice it! This is where your piano technique comes in. Youll notice that the shapes and skills we use are the chords and arpeggios we practice all the time! Did you know? Garbage
trucks in Taiwan play Fr Elise when they get to a neighborhood, reminding residents its time to take out the trash! It is part of the Romantic music movement that developed in the late 18th and early 19th century in Europe along with Romanticism in the arts in general.Ludwig van Beethoven was a German
composer and pianist. He played a crucial role in the transition between the classical and romantic eras in classical music, Beethoven remains one of the most recognized and influential musicians, and is considered to be one of the greatest composers of all time. Was Beethoven deaf when he wrote Fur Elise ?Beethoven composed Fr Elise on April 27, 1810,
when he was 39 years old. By the age of 44, he was almost totally deaf and unable to hear voices. Beethovens weak hearing can explain why the piece becomes
higher and higher, which reaches an E7 two Es above a top soprano C. The mystery of Beethoven: Fur EliseBeethoven jotted the words Fr Elise in his famously messy handwriting on his final draft of the sheet music? Well, we only know this from musicologist Ludwig Nohl, the man who found and published the piece in 1867.Beethoven never got married though
he really wanted to, some kind of one sided love. And this song was dedicated to one of his one sided loves Elise.Who was the mysterious Elise that Beethoven apparently dedicated this sad, longing love song to?The identity of Elise has been the subject of years of confusion, since this work published after beethovens death. So he wasnt around to tell who was
the woman had inspired the composition. Scholars and historians believe Elise must have been close to Beethoven. Over the years, three frontrunners have emerged about the woman historians believe to be Elise: Elisabeth Roeckel, Therese Malfatti and Elise Barensfeld. The theories of who was Elise:Theory 1Fur elise meaning embodied in the identification of
Elise. First theory is about Elisabeth Roeckel, who was known to her friends as Elise, a singer who performed in Beethovens opera Fidelio. Beethoven and Rockel were close friends until she married Beethovens frenemy, Johann Nepomuk Hummel. Perhaps Beethoven wrote Fr Elise as a way of saying good-bye!Theory 2The most likely scenario is that Beethoven
wrote the piece for another woman called Therese Malfatti, who was an Austrian singer and performer. She was Beethovens student, and he fell in love with her. He proposed marriage to Therese and she either rejected him outright or accepted and changed her mind shortly thereafter. Another fact working in Malfattis favor: She was the owner of The original
manuscript in Beethovens handwriting which was found in her possessions after her death, apparently labeled Fr Therese. This original manuscript was lost, but a copy was published by Ludwig Nohl.Therese MalfattiTheory 3There is also a third candidate: another German soprano and friend of Beethoven called Elise Barensfeld. Therese Malfatti may have been
Elises piano teacher when Elise was 13. And Beethoven wrote the relatively easy bagatelle for Therese to teach to Elise!If there is a strong candidate with the name Therese, why would it be named Fr Elise instead of Fr Therese?. Remember how I told you The text on the original manuscript was Fr Therese, but When the music was being transcribed by
musicologist called Ludwig Nohl in 1867, Beethovens messy handwriting was misread and changed the name to someone quite different (Elise).So, The name was mistranslated and poor Therese must have been slightly miffed. However, The clear simple fact is that no one knows for sure to whom Beethoven dedicated his piano piece. Beethoven Fur Elise
difficultyAlthough Fur Elise is one of the first pieces learner pianists play on the piano. When Beethoven composed this short piano piece, he stuffed it in a drawer until 1822, when he
revised it slightly, and shoved it back into the same drawer, never to be seen in his lifetime, Later, it went from forgotten trifle to universally known!!There is an earlier draft copy of Fr Elisein Beethovens hand, but that one isnt labeled Fr Elise.Why is Fur Elise so popular?Fr Elise is everywhere and there are many, many performances and covers of it. Google
