With	chapter	titles	such	as	I	Accidentally	Vaporize	My	Pre-algebra	Teacher	and	We	Take	a	Zebra	to	Vegas	from	the	first	book	alone,	you	can	already	imagine	that	youre	in	for	a	wild	ride	with	Percy.
And,	to	add	even	more	to	that,	the	ride	continues	with	the	following	series,	The	Heroes	of	Olympus,	and	The	Trials	of	Apollo,	where	the	latters	chapters	begin	with	hilarious	(but	horrendous)	Haikus.Powerful	female	charactersThe	Percy	Jackson	series	features	some	of	the	most	inspirational	female	characters	in	the	history	of	fantasy	books.	Contrary	to
being	simply	mentally	strong,	Riordan	portrays	his	female	characters	as	fighters,	and	equally	(if	not	more)	skilled	than	their	male	counterparts.	From	demigod	Annabeth	Chase,	who	is	both	highly	strategic	and	an	excellent	swordswoman;	to	mortal	Sally	Jackson,	Percys	mother	who	demonstrates	sheer	dedication	in	protecting	her	son	from	the	harm
that	comes	with	being	a	demigod,	each	female	character	is	exquisitely	crafted	to	portray	strength	in	a	variety	of	ways.Diverse	LGBTQ+	cast!One	of	my	favourite	parts	of	this	series	is	how	much	Riordan	creates	awareness	in	his	books.	In	addition	to	family	conflicts	and	abandonment	issues	(related	to	demigods	having	an	absent	parenttheir	godly
parentfor	most	of	their	lives)	to	showcasing	characters	with	disabilities,	Riordan	also	prides	in	supporting	the	LGBTQ+	community	in	his	books	by	having	a	wide	array	of	characters	identifying	as	part	of	the	community.	With	an	abundance	of	lovable	characters	(which	I	will	not	name	due	to	spoilers),	these	books	aim	to	educate	children,	adolescents
and	adults	alike	on	the	reality	of	our	society,	and	promote	acceptance	and	pride	in	accepting	who	we	are.Learn	about	Greek	MythologyOkay,	Ill	be	honest	-	everything	I	know	about	Greek	mythology	comes	from	these	books.	And,	I	seriously	mean	everything.	Although	I	had	no	intention	of	learning	about	Greek	myths	when	I	first	started	reading	these
books,	Riordan	accurately	depicts	and	teaches	readers	about	the	ancient	Greeks	by	incorporating	common	tropes	found	in	mythology,	such	as	heroes,	legends	and	prophecies.	In	addition,	the	monsters	these	demigods	fight	in	the	books	are	also	the	same	you	may	have	heard	of	in	other	myths.	Like,	remember	Medusa?	Yup,	she	now	owns	a	garden	full
of	gnomes.	In	the	end,	Percys	just	like	you	and	meIf	theres	one	key	takeaway	from	this	series,	its	that	not	all	heroes	have	to	fight	an	external	enemy.	Although	a	main	part	of	this	series	is	demigods	fighting	mythological	monsters	threatening	their	very	existence,	Riordan	also	emphasizes	that	true	heroism	comes	from	within	as	well.	Many	characters
throughout	this	series	go	through	similar	issues	we	go	through,	including	identity	crises,	grief,	inferiority	complexes,	loneliness,	stress/pressure	and	ultimately	valid	human	emotions.	But,	through	these	feelings,	they	also	grow	and	flourish	into	amazing	people	who	become	a	source	of	inspiration	for	all	readers	alike.Oh,	and	also,	they	go	to	college	at
some	point.	Just	thought	I	should	add	that	in	there	too.And	there	you	have	it!	Five	reasons	why	you	should	read	the	Percy	Jackson	series	and	experience	the	rollercoaster	of	a	lifetime. A	native	New	Yorker,	Percy	learns	that	Olympus	is	located	in	his	hometown,	atop	the	Empire	State	Building,	as	the	Greek	capital	changes	with	modern	times.The	first	book,	Percy	Jackson:	The	Lightning	Thief,	introduces	Percy,	his	new
friends,	and	how	he	adjusts	to	this	life-changing	news.	We	get	to	see	Percy	become	a	true	hero	as	he	balances	normal	adolescent	adjustments	(bullying,	home	drama,	and	navigating	friendships)	as	well	as	demigod	dilemmas	(fighting	actual	gods,	upsetting	ancient	deities,	and	having	to	battle	monsters).If	you	and	your	family	havent	read	these	chapter
books	just	yet,	I	cant	recommend	anything	else	more	than	the	Percy	Jackson	series.	Here	are	my	top	reasons	why	its	ideal	for	you	to	read	them	this	summer.	1. From	mental	health	struggles	to	characters	with	different	racial	and	LGBTQ+	backgrounds,	the	series	shines	a	light	on	peopleand	heroesof	all	identities.Percy,	as	well	as	other	demigod	characters,	are	diagnosed	with	ADHD	and	dyslexia.	The	novels	show	explicitly	how	these	two	diagnoses	are	what	make	Percy
himself	and	how	its	never	seen	as	an	ailment	to	him	or	his	friends.Along	with	the	candid	conversations	about	his	neurodivergence,	the	series	also	digs	deeper,	showing	abusive	domestic	relationships	between	Percys	stepfather	and	his	mother	and	how	that	has	an	effect	on	Percy	himself.Throughout	the	entire	series,	Riordan	makes	it	very	clear	that	a
demigod	can	come	from	any	background,	oftentimes	having	characters	in	the	novel	that	come	from	a	variety	of	races	and	cultures	and	allowing	their	cultural	identity	to	be	brought	to	the	forefront	when	it	comes	to	that	specific	character. On	the	eve	of	The	Lightning	Thiefs	20th	anniversary	next	year,	a	new	installment	in	the	franchise	entitled	The	Wrath	of	the	Triple	Goddess	will
hit	shelves	in	September.	Its	the	seventh	book	in	the	original	PJO	book	series,	and	it	follows	Percy,	Annabeth,	and	Grover	in	their	senior	year	of	high	school.	While	we	wait	for	more	Percy	Jackson	to	grace	our	shelves	and	screens,	lets	take	a	dive	into	the	six	available	books	in	the	original	series	and	rank	them	from	worst	to	best.	Note	that	we	have	not
included	supplemental	books	like	The	Demigod	Files	or	Camp	Half-Blood	Confidential. Along	the	way,	they	meet	Percys	half-brother,	a	cyclops	named	Tyson,	and	encounter	multiple	mythical	figures
ranging	from	the	witch	Circe	to	the	pirate	Blackbeard.	(Disney	Hyperion)	High	school	senior	Percy	Jackson	has	saved	the	world	a	few	times	over	and	all	he	wants	is	to	have	a	normal	school	year	before	he	heads	off	to	college.	Unfortunately	for	him,	he	needs	three	letters	of	recommendation	from	Mount	Olympus,	and	the	gods	will	only	provide	them	if
he	completes	some	tasks	for	them	first.	The	Chalice	of	the	Gods	is	a	nostalgic	romp	with	interesting	new	dynamics.	It	jumps	back	into	the	fray	without	missing	a	beat,	proving	Riordan	is	just	as	invested	in	Percy,	Annabeth,	Grover,	and	their	friends	now	as	he	was	two	decades	ago. Meanwhile,	an	ancient
monster	has	returned,	but	Artemisthe	only	goddess	who	can	track	ithas	been	kidnapped.	The	heroes	have	just	a	week	to	find	her	and	stop	the	monster,	and	this	is	one	quest	where	a	tight	deadline	is	especially	daunting.	The	Titans	Curse	is	the	best	book	in	the	Percy	Jackson	and	the	Olympians	series	because	it	introduces	its	best	characters:	Nico	di
Angelo,	son	of	Hades,	and	Thalia,	daughter	of	Zeus.	It	also	introduces	the	Hunters	of	Artemis,	establishes	just	how	much	more	powerful	the	Big	Three	gods	are	than	the	rest,	and	establishes	the	emotional	stakes	for	the	remainder	of	the	series.	It	boasts	arguably	the	most	heartwrenching	scene	in	the	entire	series	and	ratchets	the	intensity	in	every	part
of	the	story.	(featured	image:	Disney	Hyperion)Have	a	tip	we	should	know? One	such	book	or	rather,	series	that	greatly	affected	my	writing	style	was	the
"Percy	Jackson"	series	by	Rick	Riordan.Centered	on	a	12-year-old	dyslexic	boy	with	ADHD	named	Percy	Jackson,	this	series	is	a	definite	must-read	for	teens	everywhere.	Riordan	whips	up	a	whimsical	story	of	how	Percy	learns	a	deep	secret	about	his	familys	rootshis	dad,	whom	he	had	never	met	before,	was	Poseidon,	the	Greek	god	of	the	sea.	Riordan
creatively	weaves	in	his	indomitable	sense	of	humor	and	stories	from	Greek	myths,	not	only	entertaining	his	readers,	but	also	teaching	them	the	many	morals	of	these	stories.With	that,	Id	like	to	introduce	my	readers	to	this	life-changing	series	by	presenting	you	with	some	reasons	why	Percy	Jackson	is	a	must-read.One	thing	I	absolutely	loved	while
reading	these	books	was	how	likable	all	the	characters	were.	Percy,	the	main	character,	always	had	me	laughing	and	played	a	big	part	in	honing	my	own	sense	of	humor.	Another	thing	about	the	characters	was	how	they	had	so	many	different	layers	to	them.	One	of	my	favorite	quotes	is	I	think	sometimes	people	are	like	onions.	On	the	outside	smooth
and	whole	and	simple	but	inside	ring	upon	ring,	complex	and	deep.	Riordan	really	gave	light	to	this	quote	by	showing	how	characters	like	Annabeth	seemed	to	be	stuffing	their	noses	into	books,	trying	to	attain	knowledge,	but	inside,	there	was	a	person	who	was	sad.	This	was	one	of	the	most	important	things	that	Riordan	taught	me	with	his	writing.
That	leads	to	my	next	point.Rick	Riordan	was	a	great	influence	on	my	writing.	His	style	has	impacted	my	own	and	taught	me	many	techniques	to	make	my	readers	cry,	uh	I	mean	to	make	my	writing	even	deeper	and	more	meaningful.	Riordans	work	was	a	very	different	manner	of	writing	from	the	way	I	was	used	to	and	that	was	something	I	absolutely
loved	about	it.	My	writing	used	to	be	a	one-way	journey,	showing	only	one	characters	story.	However,	after	reading	these	powerful	books	I	learned	to	branch	out	every	aspect	of	my	book	and	to	give	each	of	my	characters	their	own	story.And	honestly,	after	I	taught	myself	to	make	my	books	more	complex,	I	enjoyed	writing	even	more	than	I	already
did.	Another	quote	I	often	hear	is:	If	the	writer	doesnt	cry	while	writing	their	book,	their	readers	wont.	After	writing	more	complicated	backgrounds	for	each	one	of	my	characters,	I	found	it	even	harder	to	kill	my	characters	I	mean	to	end	my	books	because	of	how	attached	Id	grown	to	my	characters.	Just	to	be	able	to	show	the	different	views	of
different	characters	is	a	beautiful	thing	to	be	able	to	do.	Riordans	masterpiece	is	a	perfect	example	of	this.	Every	character	had	their	own	backstory	that	made	you	grow	so	attached	to	them,	that	you	never	wanted	to	stop	learning	more	about	them.Theres	so	much	more	I	could	say	about	these	incredible	books,	but	if	I	continue	to	ramble,	this	article
will	just	be	an	endless	rant. Sara	Bareilles'	song	"She	Used	to	be	Mine"	is	about	a	young	waitress	with	an	abusive	husband	wondering	how	she	got	so	disconnected	from	who	she	used	to	be.	But	here's
what	its	lyrics	mean	to	me,	and	what	I	feel	they	can	speak	to	any	girl	who	is	struggling,	anywhere.This	song	hugely	touches	on	change	and	what	it's	like	to	lose	your	former	self.	I'm	sure	at	some	point	or	another	we	have	all,	or	someday	will,	experience	a	feeling	similar	to	that:	the	feeling	that	you	have	lost	who	you	used	to	be.	For	college	students,	this
is	so	common	because	our	entire	lives	are	changed	within	the	course	of	a	year.	New	friends,	new	home,	new	schedule,	new	school.	It's	easy	to	sometimes	look	back	on	the	person	you	were	in	high	school	and	feel	as	though	you	no	longer	recognize	her.	Sara	Bareilles	tells	us	that	if	you	miss	the	person	you	used	to	be,	you	must	fight	for	them.	We	can
see	this	gutsy	resolve	in	her	lyrics,	"To	fight	just	a	little,	to	bring	back	that	fire	in	her	eyes,	that's	been	gone	but	that	used	to	be	mine."	These	lines	teach	us	to	not	give	up	so	easily	just	because	our	lives	have	changed	or	our	circumstances	are	difficult,	Bareilles	shows	us	that	the	girl	you	used	to	be	is	still	inside	of	you,	and	you	will	find	her	again.Once
the	song	builds	to	the	chorus,	Bareilles	attempts	to	show	us	how	hard	we	all	are	on	ourselves,	and	that	for	every	flaw,	there	is	a	beautiful	and	perfect	quality	within	us	that	makes	up	for	that	flaw."She's	imperfect,	but	she	tries.She	is	good.	but	she	lies....	She	is	messy,	but	she's	kind."These	powerful	lyrics	remind	us	how	much	good	is	inside	each	of	us
and	that	sometimes	we	are	too	blinded	by	our	imperfections	to	see	the	other	side	of	the	coin,	to	see	all	of	that	good.There	is	also	a	subtle	message	that	speaks	to	traumas	induced	by	broken	relationships,	a	line	empowering	and	uplifting	any	girl	trudging	through	heartbreak.	"For	the	girl	that	I	knew...who'll	get	hurt,	but	who	learns	how	to	toughen	up
when	she's	bruised	and	gets	used	by	a	man	who	can't	love."	Those	lyrics	cut	me	to	the	heart	when	I	first	heard	them	because	they	reminded	me	so	much	of	the	girl	that	sent	the	song	to	me	in	the	first	place,	who	had	just	escaped	an	emotionally	exhausting	and	degrading	relationship.	I	thought	about	how	strong	she	had	to	be	to	recover	and	be	secure
enough	in	herself	to	push	through	the	heartache,	despite	being	across	the	world	from	her	family	and	utterly	alone.	These	words	were	so	powerful	to	her	at	that	moment	and	can	be	powerful	to	so	many	other	women	who	have	felt	"used"	at	any	point	in	time. Like	in	other	excellent	works	of	literature,	you	wont	find	any	wasted	words	on	the	pages	of	Percy	Jackson	books.	Everything	matters	whether	its	to	advance	the	plot	forward	or	reveal	more	about	a	character.	Though	the
Percy	Jackson	book	series	is	mainly	marketed	towards	middle-grade	and	young-adult	audiences,	its	actually	suitable	for	just	about	anyone.	Thats	because	Riordan	does	an	excellent	job	of	utilizing	storylines	and	themes	simple	enough	to	be	understood	by	children	but	layered	enough	to	be	appreciated	by	adults.Id	argue	that	the	reason	other	books	in
the	same	genre	cant	reach	the	same	level	of	success	as	the	Percy	Jackson	series	is	that	they	dont	cater	to	a	wide	enough	audience.Whether	youre	looking	for	a	light	read	or	trying	to	get	your	little	one	into	literature,	the	Percy	Jackson	series	is	an	excellent	choice.	If	youre	planning	on	getting	these	books	for	your	child,	I	guarantee	youll	start	enjoying
your	nightly	storytelling	sessions	much	more.Also,	the	books	may	be	heavily	inspired	by	Greek	mythology,	but	you	dont	have	to	be	a	dedicated	literature	major	or	academic	to	follow	whats	happening	in	the	books.	Riordan	does	a	great	job	of	taking	you	through	everything	you	need	to	know.Although	I	said	this	book	is	a	light	read,	it	doesnt	talk	down	to
readers	at	all.	Riordan	may	use	words	easily	understandable	by	the	books	intended	audience,	but	he	weaves	a	plot	that	has	enough	layers	in	it	for	adults	to	unravel	and	characters	that	feel	real	enough	for	readers	to	root	for	(or	against,	as	the	case	may	be).	Though	its	important	for	books	(especially	those	aimed	at	children)	to	be	as	entertaining	and
captivating	as	possible,	its	also	essential	for	them	to	relay	good	messages	without	being	too	in-your-face	about	them.Luckily,	the	Percy	Jackson	series	is	filled	to	the	brim	with	messages	about	positivity,	inclusivity,	and	friendship	but	is	never	heavy-handed	about	these.	Thats	because	the	story	unfolds	such	that	this	type	of	messaging	comes	naturally,
adding	to	the	books	value	rather	than	taking	away	from	it.For	example,	the	support	the	main	character,	Percy,	receives	throughout	the	whole	series	from	his	two	best	friends,	Grover	Underwood	and	Annabeth	Chase,	sends	an	important	message	on	the	value	and	meaning	of	friendship	and	why	you	should	always	surround	yourself	with	people	who
love	and	support	you.	Sometimes,	these	relationships	come	with	their	ups	and	downs,	but	thats	to	be	expected.Moreover,	the	characters	are	very	diverse	and	multi-layered.	Youll	find	excellently-written	female	characters,	people	of	color,	and	people	with	disabilities	that	take	on	exciting	adventures,	which	makes	the	book	that	much	more	interesting.	In
the	oversaturated	market	of	childrens	books,	writing	a	work	thats	just	fun	wont	cut	it.	Since	there	are	so	many	writers	churning	out	book	after	book,	its	easy	for	readers	to	get	tired	of	overdone	tropes	that	end	up	repeating	themselves	in	every	single	story.To	be	clear,	tropes	arent	bad	in	themselves.	Even	the	most	creative	literary	work	follows	at	least
one	trope	because	tropes	(by	their	nature)	arent	completely	avoidable.	Whats	important	is	how	the	author	uses	that	trope	relative	to	how	all	the	other	authors	that	came	before	did.For	example,	when	you	first	read	the	premise	of	Percy	Jackson,	you	might	be	inclined	to	think	its	just	another	book	that	follows	the	chosen	one	trope	(as	seen	in	Harry
Potter,	for	example).However,	though	there	is	a	chosen	one	element,	the	Percy	Jackson	series	always	takes	the	reader	in	new,	unexpected	directions.	While	most	books	of	the	same	genre	tend	to	focus	on	the	main	character	or	the	chosen	one,	Percy	Jackson	doesnt	fall	into	this	trap.In	fact,	youll	encounter	several	well-rounded	characters	who	all
experience	some	form	of	development	throughout	the	series.	Theyre	not	just	lazily	written	one-dimensional	characters	with	a	single	personality	trait.	Instead,	Riordan	gives	them	layers	and	depth,	exploring	their	backgrounds	and	the	events	that	made	these	characters	who	they	are	today.The	approach	the	author	has	taken	in	subverting	tropes	is
pretty	clever,	as	he	uses	Greek	mythology	to	play	with	the	idea	of	prophecies	namely,	how	theyre	usually	viewed	and	what	alternative	routes	they	can	take.	Im	not	going	to	give	too	much	away,	but	its	safe	to	say	that	the	book	will	often	leave	you	in	awe	at	the	way	its	able	to	build	expectations	and	then	smash	them	to	bits	(in	a	good	way).So,	if	you	or
your	little	one	are	tired	of	overdone,	boring	cliches,	I	highly	recommend	the	Percy	Jackson	series.	I	guarantee	it	will	keep	you	turning	page	after	page.	No	matter	how	carefully	crafted	a	story	is,	it	will	be	hard	to	enjoy	if	the	characters	arent	well-written.	Luckily,	Riordan	writes	his	characters	with	so	much	love	and	respect.	You	wont	find	any	one-
dimensional	caricatures	or	actions	thatll	make	you	go,	Huh?	Why?	Every	character	has	a	fleshed-out	background	and	motive,	so	youll	feel	like	you	see	a	bit	of	yourself	in	each	of	them.Every	character	is	interesting,	and	you	understand	why	they	do	what	they	do	even	if	youd	personally	act	differently	in	their	shoes.	Its	not	likely	youll	meet	an	annoying
character	whose	name	you	dread	to	read	on	the	page.Since	all	these	personalities	are	so	beautifully	developed,	it	feels	natural	to	root	for	them	and	follow	them	along	on	their	adventures.	You	get	an	immaculate	amount	of	detail	about	their	inner	world	and	outer	appearance,	so	youll	better	understand	their	point	of	view	and	also	create	a	more
accurate	image	of	them	in	your	head.No	worries,	though:	The	descriptions	never	become	overdrawn	or	boring,	and	I	guarantee	youll	read	through	them	with	the	utmost	interest.	Its	not	every	day	you	find	such	well-written	yet	still	entertaining	characters	you	can	follow	along,	admire	and	find	a	piece	of	yourself	in.	The	personalities	and	backgrounds
described	in	the	series	are	so	diverse	that	everyone	will	find	a	piece	of	themselves	in	at	least	one	of	the	characters.	Representation	in	childrens	literature	and	media	is	essential,	as	it	helps	their	emotional	and	mental	development.Through	adequate	representation,	children	will	become	more	confident,	empathetic,	and	aware	of	the	different	cultural
backgrounds	that	surround	them.For	example,	if	you	have	a	little	girl,	shell	feel	empowered	by	the	multi-dimensional	female	characters	that	show	a	great	deal	of	intelligence,	courage,	and	strength.	If	your	child	has	ADHD	or	dyslexia,	theyll	also	feel	comforted	by	the	fact	that	the	demigods	and	the	main	character	himself	deal	with	the	same
conditions.I	also	want	to	take	the	opportunity	to	note	that	the	way	the	writer	treats	disabilities	in	his	books	is	truly	excellent.	He	treats	these	characters	with	the	same	care	and	effort	as	he	does	the	others	and	doesnt	use	them	as	a	cheap	ploy	to	fit	in	a	poorly-written	inspirational	message.Instead,	these	are	multi-dimensional	characters	with	plenty	of
positive	attributes	that	allow	us	to	see	that	their	disability	isnt	a	personality	trait.	Instead,	its	simply	another	physical	or	mental	attribute	they	have.Riordan	also	writes	beautifully	about	characters	struggling	with	their	mental	health,	racial	identity,	or	sexual	orientation,	which	will	surely	speak	to	children.	Theyll	find	comfort	in	knowing	that	struggling
is	okay	and	that	theres	absolutely	nothing	wrong	with	seeking	help	and	comfort	from	the	people	who	care	about	you.The	last	element	that	Ill	note	before	I	move	on	to	the	next	section	is	how	the	book	treats	the	delicate	topic	of	abusive	relationships.	The	author	dives	into	the	domestic	abuse	that	went	on	between	Percys	mother	and	stepfather	and	the
kind	of	effect	that	that	dynamic	had	on	the	hero	himself.	Though,	as	mentioned,	you	dont	need	any	prior	mythology	knowledge	to	read	and	understand	these	books,	youll	still	learn	a	lot	throughout	their	run.	The	way	Riordan	is	able	to	help	children	become	not	only	better	equipped	to	handle	emotional	challenges	that	may	come	their	way	but	also	more
knowledgeable	is	surely	a	factor	that	has	contributed	to	the	books	success.Since	the	whole	series	is	based	on	Greek	mythology,	the	topic	is	explained	excellently	throughout	the	series,	allowing	children	and	adults	to	feel	that	much	more	knowledgeable	after	theyre	done	with	the	books.	Dont	worry,	though:	It	wont	feel	anything	like	the	boring	lectures
in	school.As	you	enjoy	the	storyline	and	characters,	you	soon	find	yourself	being	able	to	name	many	characters	from	Greek	mythology	off	the	top	of	your	head.
